8 Step Procedure

Flood Plain Management
1. Determine if in flood plain

2. Public Notice 

a. Newspaper, fed, state, local public agencies, organizations

b. 15 days allowed for comment

c. Notice to have the name, proposed location and description, total acres in floodplain, phone number and contact information of ADFA, and hours where the proposed action can be reviewed.

3. Identify and evaluate practicable alternatives to locating proposed action

a. Consider practicable alternatives

i. Locations outside of floodplain

ii. Alternative methods to serve identical project objective

iii. Alternative not to approve any action.

b. In reviewing practicable alternatives, the recipient shall consider feasible technological alternatives, hazard reduction methods and related mitigation costs, and environmental impacts.

4. Identify potential direct and indirect impacts with the occupancy or modification of the floodplain.

5. Where practicable, design or modify the proposed action to minimize potential adverse impacts within the floodplain.  Critical actions in the 500-year floodplain shall be built at or above the 100-year floodplain and include:

a. Warning system

b. Emergency evacuation

c. Identify evacuation routes

d. Identify marks of past flood levels

6. Reevaluate the proposed action 

a. Whether it is still practicable and the extent to which it will aggravate current hazards to other foodplains.

b. Whether alternatives rejected at step 3 are practicable in light of information gained in 4 and 5 

7. Publish a final notice

a. If the reevaluation results in a determination that there is no practicable alternative to locating in the floodplain.

i. Give the reasons why

ii. A list of alternatives considered

iii. All mitigation measures to be taken to minimize adverse impacts and to restore and preserve natural and beneficial values.

8.  Implement the proposed action and ensure mitigating measures are taken.
